CBRL: Guidance Notes for Visiting Research Fellowships 2011-12
CBRL Visiting Research Fellowships are offered for doctoral and postdoctoral research in the humanities and social sciences to be undertaken in the Levant (Cyprus, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Palestine and Syria).
Fellowships are available to enable individuals to spend a period of between three and nine months in the Levant, which is to include a minimum of one month residence at the British Institute in Amman or the Kenyon Institute in Jerusalem.  A one month residency at the British Institute in Amman or the Kenyon Institute in Jerusalem is a condition of award.
Junior fellowships are available for doctoral students and Senior fellowships are available for postdoctoral researchers to conduct primary research, develop important contacts in the region, give lectures, and write up results (this last category is for Senior Fellows on leave from their employing institution). CBRL’s traditional strengths have been in anthropology, archaeology, architectural history, history, and other heritage related subjects, but has increased its disciplinary breadth, and is currently supporting research in all subjects covered by the humanities and social sciences including economics, geography, linguistics, literature, music, philosophy, politics, sociology, and theology/religious studies.
Under the terms of the fellowship, CBRL will provide: (1) a return air fare between the UK and the Levant (which is normally below £400 – or up to £500 in high season); (2) a subsistence allowance of £12 per day; (3) free hostel accommodation whilst resident at the British Institute in Amman or the Kenyon Institute in Jerusalem (please note that we cannot always guarantee a single occupancy room when the hostel is at capacity); (4) access to research facilities in the relevant Institute. The period of research must take place between 1 April 2011 and 30 June 2012, and commence before 31 March 2012. Research expenses, salaries, and teaching-replacement costs will not be covered by the award, but a fellowship may be held in conjunction with awards that do cover such costs. Fellows will be entitled to make use of the research facilities available at the CBRL Institutes, including the library and (at normal CBRL rates) the office, IT, field equipment and lab facilities. At the discretion of the Director, for the duration of the fellowship, fellows will also be allocated such workspace as they may require to store the materials related to affiliated projects and to pursue their research.

If your proposal is dependent on gaining access to restricted localities or materials, please address the question that appropriate permission has been obtained, so that the CBRL may assess whether the project is viable.  If the project depends on interviews, it would be helpful to indicate if you have contacted the relevant individuals or organisations.  CBRL requires that you follow the code of ethics for field research recommended by your academic institution.

Applicants for Junior fellowships who are in receipt of research council studentships are expected to approach their funding body for financial support for travel purposes and should only apply to CBRL if funds are not available from their research council.
Application forms for Visiting Research Fellowships may be obtained either by downloading from the CBRL website www.cbrl.org.uk or from the UK Administrative Secretary (cbrl@britac.ac.uk).  Doctoral students should apply for a ‘Junior’ Fellowship and post-doctoral researchers for a ‘Senior’ Fellowship.  Applicants must be British or normally resident in the United Kingdom, the Isle of Man or the Channel Islands or registered on a full-time doctoral degree in a UK university. The CBRL is committed to developing strong links with the UK academic community and therefore applications from scholars based at overseas institutions will not normally be supported.  Two references are required. Applicants should note that referees must not be members of the CBRL Committee or staff or an applicant for a CBRL award. Senior applicants should also not select referees from their Institution or University.
Closing date for applications and references is 15 January 2011. Could you please submit your applications either by email or post directly to the UK Administrative Secretary and similarly ask your referees to submit their references direct to the UK Secretary (forms for referees will be found at the end of the application form).
Unless otherwise specified, awards will be announced towards the end of March 2011 and may be taken up at any time after 1 April 2011.
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
